FCC Participant Bio:

Donald K. Stockdale, Jr., Deputy Chief and Bureau Chief Economist, Wireline Competition Bureau (WCB), Federal Communications Commission.  Donald Stockdale supervised WCB’s pricing policy proceedings (including the FCC’s 2008 effort to reform of intercarrier compensation), the review of all wireline mergers, and other policy proceedings raising competition issues.  He has also advised on various FCC broadband policy initiatives.  In addition, Mr. Stockdale frequently advises regulators from other countries on local competition, interconnection and pricing issues. 

Prior to joining the FCC, Mr. Stockdale taught business and public policy at the University of Maryland Business School.  Before that he was a litigation associate at the New York law firm of Simpson Thacher & Bartlett, where he specialized in U.S. and European antitrust law.  Mr. Stockdale has a B.A., J.D. and Ph.D. in Economics, all from Yale University, and a M.A. in economics from Kings College, Cambridge.
Jon Peha, Chief Technologist, FCC.  Dr. Peha works on issues that span all FCC bureaus. He is also a Full Professor at Carnegie Mellon University in the Department of Engineering & Public Policy and the Department of Electrical & Computer Engineering. In addition, he has served as Associate Director of the university's Center for Wireless and Broadband Networking.  He was Chief Technical Officer of three high-tech start-ups and a member of technical staff at SRI International, AT&T Bell Laboratories, and Microsoft. He also addressed telecom and e-commerce issues while on legislative staff for the House Energy & Commerce Committee and in the Office of Senator Ron Wyden. While at USAID, he helped launch and lead a U.S. Government interagency program to assist developing countries with information infrastructure. His research spans technical and policy issues of communications networks, including spectrum management, broadband Internet, wireless networks, video and voice over IP, communications for emergency responders, universal service, secure Internet payment systems, dissemination of copyrighted material, e-commerce, network modeling and simulation, and network security. Dr. Peha holds a Ph.D. in electrical engineering from Stanford, and a B.Sc. from Brown.

Ken Lynch, Industry Economist, Industry Analysis and Technology Division, WCB, FCC.  Dr. Lynch’s primary activities are processing and analyzing industry data collected by the Commission and other sources and generating analyses to inform Bureau decision-making in various areas including universal service, broadband subscribership and local telephone competition.  He also advises the Bureau on geospatial data and analysis. Before joining the FCC in 2001, he taught economics at the University of Mary Washington in Fredericksburg, VA.  He holds a Ph.D. in economics from Binghamton University.

Nicholas Maynard, Economic Research Manager, National Broadband Taskforce, FCC.  As a member of the Taskforce, Nick Maynard leading analysis on enterprise and institutional broadband requirements as well as researching global best practices for national broadband plans. Prior to the FCC, he was researcher at the RAND Corporation where his research focus included technology acquisition, economic development policies, and best practices for R&D management. Prior to RAND, Dr. Maynard was a Program Manager with Yankee Group, where he was awarded Analyst of the Year for his research on network infrastructure in developing countries. His also recently researched national competitiveness benchmarks for the European Commission and global supply chain best practices for the World Bank. Dr. Maynard received his BA and MA from the University of Chicago in Political Science and he completed a Public Policy PhD at University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. His dissertation research on national ICT strategies was supported through a National Science Foundation grant.
Panelist bios:


Gregory L. Rosston, Deputy Director, The Stanford Institute for Economic Policy Research, and Deputy Director, The Public Policy program, Stanford University.  Gregory Rosston is also a Lecturer in Economics and Public Policy at Stanford University where he teaches courses on competition policy and strategy, intellectual property, and writing and rhetoric.  Dr. Rosston served as Deputy Chief Economist at the Federal Communications Commission working on the implementation of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 and he helped to design and implement the first ever spectrum auctions in the United States.  He co-chaired the Economy, Globalization and Trade committee for the Obama campaign and was a member of the Obama transition team focusing on economic agency review and energy policy.

Dr. Rosston received his Ph.D. in Economics from Stanford University specializing in the fields of Industrial Organization and Public Finance and his A.B. with Honors in Economics from University of California at Berkeley. Dr. Rosston has written extensively on the application of economics to telecommunications issues and is the co-editor of two books relating to telecommunications.  He has served as a consultant to various organizations including the World Bank, and as a board member and advisor to high technology, financial, and startup companies in the area of auctions, business strategy, antitrust and regulation.  He also serves as an advisory board member for Sustainable Conservation and the Nepal Youth Opportunity Fund.

Richard N. Clarke, Assistant Vice President, Public Policy, AT&T.  Rich Clarke is responsible for AT&T’s economic and competitive public policies for telecommunications.  Since joining AT&T with Bell Laboratories in 1986, he has worked on the pricing and regulation of call termination, unbundling, network interconnection and universal service – for both traditional circuit-switched and IP networks.  Rich has testified on interconnection pricing in state and federal proceedings and is an expert on network cost modeling.  His most recent issues include network neutrality, broadband network capabilities and costs, video service entry, program access, reverse auctions for universal service support and alternative business models for telecommunications.

Rich is the author of numerous papers on economics and telecommunications.  He has an A.B. in mathematics and economics from the University of Michigan, and A.M and Ph.D. degrees in economics from Harvard University.  Prior to joining AT&T, he was an Assistant Professor of Economics at the University of Wisconsin-Madison and worked as an economist at the Antitrust Division of the U.S. Department of Justice.

Scott Berendt, Director, Research, Evaluation, and Documentation, One Economy Corporation. One Economy is a global non-profit organization focused on maximizing the potential of technology to help low-income people improve their lives and enter the economic mainstream. Before earning a Master’s degree from Yale University in 2007, Scott was a Business Development Associate with One Economy from 2003 to 2005. Prior to his time with One Economy, Scott worked for the U.S. Geological Survey and served as a Peace Corps volunteer in Mali, focusing on agricultural and community development issues.

Harold Feld, Legal Director, Public Knowledge.  Before becoming Legal Director at Public Knowledge, Harold Feld worked  as Senior Vice President of Media Access Project, advocating for the public interest in media, telecommunications and technology policy for almost 10 years.   Prior to joining MAP, Feld was an associate at Covington & Burling, worked on Freedom of Information Act, Privacy Act, and accountability issues at the Department of Energy, and clerked for the D.C. Court of Appeals. Feld also writes Tales of the Sausage Factory, a progressive blog on media and telecom policy (available at http://www.wetmachine.com).  In 2007, Illinois Senator Dick Durbin praised Feld and his blog for “[doing] a lot of great work helping people understand how FCC decisions affect people and communities on the ground.”

Catherine J.K. Sandoval, Assistant Professor of Law, Santa Clara University. Professor Sandoval is an Assistant Professor of Law at Santa Clara University where she teaches Mass Communications Regulation, Antitrust Law and Contracts.  She is the co-author of a Telecommunications Casebook to be published by Aspen Publishing.  Since joining the Santa Clara University law faculty in 2004, her scholarly research and publications have analyzed the legacy of the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) computer inquiries for Internet development, the role of the Federal Trade Commission’s deceptive conduct proscriptions in the net neutrality debate, minority media ownership and the antitrust product market for Spanish-language radio.  
Ms. Sandoval clerked for Judge Dorothy W. Nelson on the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals.  She was a litigator at the law firm of Munger, Tolles & Olson in Los Angeles and later served as Vice-President and General Counsel of Z-Spanish Media Corporation. During her six year tenure at the Federal Communications Commission from 1994 to 1999, she was the Director of the Office of Communications Business Opportunities where she received the FCC Chairman’s Special Achievement Award.  From 2001 to 2004 she served as the Undersecretary and previously as the Staff Director of the State of California’s 47,000 employee Business, Transportation and Housing Agency.   

Professor Sandoval received her Juris Doctor from Stanford Law School.  She was the first Latina to win a Rhodes Scholarship and earned a Master’s of Letters degree from Oxford University.  She graduated magna cum laude from Yale College.  She hails from East Los Angeles and was the first person in her family to graduate from college.  

Jon Eisenberg, Director, Computer Science and Telecommunications Board, The National Academies. Jon Eisenberg has also been study director for a diverse body of work, including a series of studies exploring Internet and broadband policy and networking and communications technologies. In 1995-1997 he was a AAAS Science, Engineering, and Diplomacy Fellow at the U.S. Agency for International Development, where he worked on technology transfer and information and telecommunications policy issues. Dr. Eisenberg received his Ph.D. in Physics from the University of Washington in 1996 and B.S. in Physics with honors from the University of Massachusetts at Amherst in 1988.
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
