Participant Biographies

Anoop Gupta, Corporate Vice President for Technology Policy and Strategy, Microsoft

As corporate vice president of Technology Policy and Strategy at Microsoft Corporation, Anoop Gupta guides Microsoft’s engagement with governments and institutions around the world regarding Microsoft’s vision of upcoming technology innovations and the combination of policies and regulations that might maximize their benefits for citizens. In this capacity, Gupta works closely with Craig Mundie, Microsoft’s Chief Research and Strategy Officer.  From 2007-2009, Gupta served as the corporate vice president of the Unlimited Potential Group and Education Products. He lead the company’s efforts in new business models and technologies to help close the digital divide and help bring social and economic opportunity. Prior to that, he served for four years as corporate vice president of Microsoft's Unified Communications Group, leading the company's client-server-service efforts to provide business communications solutions (e-mail, IM, VoIP-telephony, unified messaging, audio/video/web conferencing) and platform components. Gupta became Bill Gates' technology assistant after working for four years at Microsoft Research, where he led the Collaboration and Multimedia Group. Before joining Microsoft in 1997, Gupta was a professor of Computer Science and Electrical Engineering at Stanford University for 11 years.  

Tim Napoleon, Chief Strategist, Digital Media, Akamai Technologies 

Tim Napoleon has an accomplished record as a marketing and business professional in the online and media & entertainment industries.  Tim is presently the Chief Strategist, Media and Entertainment, for Akamai Technologies, providing services to digitally deliver music, movies & video, games, sports and news for businesses such as Apple iTunes, Major League Baseball, XM Satellite, MTV, CNET, and Newscorp.  Prior to Akamai, Tim worked closely with Adobe to launch the Flash Video Streaming service at a content delivery startup; launched Pacific Life’s online web portal which supported several billion dollars in transactions; and provided consulting services to a number of high tech and media & entertainment businesses.  Tim has spoken on the subjects of Digital Media & Entertainment, online advertising, Digital Content Delivery, video search, and content monetization strategies at a number of industry conferences including National Association of Broadcasters, Consumer Electronics Show, Digital Hollywood, Streaming Media and Flash Forward.  He has authored multiple industry white papers regarding digital entertainment and online video.  He is an avid supporter of the arts by volunteering on several independent films screened at Sundance and producing a DVD series on classic drawing skills.  MBA graduate from the University of Southern California’s Marshall School of business, and a Communications graduate from the University of California at Fullerton.
Robb Topolski, Chief Technologist for the Open Technology Initiative of the New America Foundation, Public Knowledge, Free Press 

Robb Topolski is Chief Technologist for the Open Technology Initiative of the New America Foundation and currently consults in the same role with the organizations Public Knowledge and Free Press.  His career includes 15 years in the fields of Software Testing and Quality Assurance at Intel Corporation and Quarterdeck Office Systems, with a focus on developing networking products. His experience with digital protocols spans over 25 years. In 2004, he was awarded the Certified Software Quality Engineer (CSQE) designation by the American Society of Quality (ASQ) and in 2006, he was named one of Microsoft’s Most Valued Professionals (MS-MVP) in the field of Networking. His 2008 report, NebuAd and Partner ISPs: Wiretapping, Forgery and Browser Hijacking, raised public awareness and helped launch congressional investigations into large-scale ISP use of DPI for commercial eavesdropping. In 2007, he proved that his ISP, Comcast, was using DPI to block peer-to-peer uploads, a discovery resulting in an FCC order to end the practice.

Evan Young is Director of Broadband Services at TiVo Inc., where he is responsible for overseeing the development and delivery of broadband applications, content, and services.
